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The concept of gender mainstreaming refers to both a theoretical approach and an innovative strategy: it pursues the integration of gender as a category into decision-making and policy-making processes, in order to re-orient them. According to the European Commission, embedding a gender perspective into policy-making is central to the re-organization of these processes.

This international conference aims to contribute to the wide international debate where both academy and other institutional contexts play a key role. 

One of the objectives is to enrich such a debate in theory and practice, reflecting on gender mainstreaming from different perspectives (the European institutional framework, implementation policies at local level, comparative and theoretical approaches).
